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FULL INSTALL for SAS v 9.1.3 for Windows

Preparation

1. Operating System (OS): Windows 2000 with Service Pack 3 or Windows XP with Service Pack 1.
2. Hard Disk Space: 1.45 GB for all 19 SAS 9.1 licensed products.                                                                        

          Also allow space for SAS temporary work files and user files.
3. SAS Locations: Defaults are  
- SAS software: 
C:\Program Files\SAS\SAS9.1

- Data Files: 

C:\Documents and Settings\<user>\My Documents\My SAS Files\9.1

- Temporary Files: 
C:\DOCUME~1\<user>\LOCALS~1\Temp\SAS Temporary Files

4. Have Administrator Privileges to install SAS (be able to install software on the computer).
5. Have SAS 9.1.3 “FULL INSTALL” CDs (5 CD set). 
Installation

1. Uninstall any earlier versions of SAS.

2. Allow about 30 - 60 minutes for installation. Exit all software programs. Disable your anti-virus program.
3. Insert the SAS Setup Disk into the CD drive. 
4. Choose Setup Language (English, etc.), click [OK].

5. In the SAS Software Installation window that opens, click on #2, Verify System Requirements.  Follow the prompts.  At the Automatic Log On screen decide whether to give SAS your logon password or not – the install goes quicker if you do.  If the Requirements Check fails, install the updates listed in the Resource Wizard before proceeding.  System will reboot.
6. After completing the Requirements phase, the SAS window reopens. Click on #3, Install SAS Software.
7. When the Retrieve SAS Installation Data screen appears, select Existing, click Next.

8. At the Destination Folder, Data Files, and Temporary Files folder screens, accept the default locations or use the Browse button to specify other locations.

9. At the Select Components screen, check all the components you want to install.  Only USDA-ARS licensed components are listed.

10. When the Setup Wizard has the information it needs, it will prompt you to insert specific CD’s.  If your PC is set to open a window when you insert a CD, wait for the window to open, then close the window and click OK on the prompt (or disable the Auto Run feature).
11. During the installation you may be asked to change the program that file extensions are associated with to SAS.  Usually the answer is ‘Yes’. The associations can be changed later in Windows if necessary.
12. When complete, turn on your anti-virus software.

Miscellaneous

1. To put a SAS shortcut on the desktop: either (a) Use Windows Explorer, go where you have put the SAS\SAS 9.1 directory, click on the file sas.exe, then click the right mouse button, select ‘create a shortcut’, then highlight and drag the shortcut to the desktop or (b) click Start>Programs>SAS, then highlight SAS 9.1 (English), click the right mouse button, select ‘create a shortcut’, then highlight and drag the shortcut, SAS 9.1 (English) (2), to the desktop.

2. SAS Help and Online Documentation is automatically installed. In SAS, click on Help for ‘Getting Started with SAS’, ‘SAS Help and Documentation’ (which has What’s New in SAS 9, 9.1 and 9.1.2, and the SAS Products for the SAS manuals), and other help documentation.
